NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF APPLICANTS

1. The Fund’s prime objective is to encourage and assist Roman Catholics, between the ages of 16-24, actively to involve themselves in a practical way, in projects or pilgrimages for the benefit of others at home or abroad.

2. All applications for funding must clearly involve the implementation of Christian, particularly Catholic, principles. Projects may be undertaken by an individual, jointly with other people or under the aegis of organisations.

3. When completing section 3 of the application form applicants are asked to provide sufficient detail about what they will be doing, to assist the Trustees in making their decision. 

4. Applicants should note that the objectives of the Bursary Fund preclude the Trustees from making grants for education purposes.

5. The Committee of the Bursary Fund for their own proper purposes will require a report on the project that they are supporting. The result will be made available to Catena, the journal of the Catenian Association and may be published in part or in whole. For that reason it would be appreciated if reports contain photographs showing your involvement with your project.
